Chrysalis Center’s foundational program, Community Supportive 
Housing, has forged innovative paths to end homelessness for more 
than 20 years. We continue to be dedicated to providing homes 
to individuals and families struggling with homelessness, mental 
illness, substance use, and HIV/AIDS. Additionally, we help direct 
Veterans, families involved with DCF and those returning from 
incarceration to safe and aff ordable housing opportunities.
Chrysalis provides support services to address the issues that caused 
participants to become homeless, which helps to foster long-term 
housing stability. 

At Chrysalis Center, we know that life events can often cascade 
into homelessness, which can exacerbate physical well-being,
mental health, and substance use issues, making securing
long-term housing virtually impossible. By providing a network
of additional supportive services, our Community Supportive 
Housing program helps individuals and families secure safe and 
aff ordable housing, and work toward resolving/managing the
issues that led to homelessness. Chrysalis Center’s Community 
Supportive Housing program strives to help participants fi nd and
maintain long-term stable housing.

COMMUNITY  SUPPORT  PROGRAM (CSP ) 

Community Support Program is the organization’s original 
program and focuses on providing individualized support for 
participants who have a variety of mental health diagnoses, 
many with co-occurring substance use. Our staff provides 
unique and personalized care to assist participants and help 
them to live life well. With the support of this personalized 
model of services, individuals with severe and prolonged 
mental illness can lead stable, independent lives in their own 
homes and the community.

COMMUNITY  TRANSIT IONAL  SERVICES 
(CTS )

Community Transitional Services (CTS) supports 
individuals returning from incarceration by providing 
critical reentry services, individualized case management, and 
connections to housing, employment, and behavioral health 
resources - helping people rebuild their lives and successfully 
reintegrate into the community.

COURT  SUPPORT IVE  SERVICES  D IV IS ION 
(CSSD)

CSSD provides flexible, wrap-around case management for 
adults 18 years of age or older who are in the pretrial or 
probation phase of the criminal justice system. Participants 
are provided housing support services that utilize a 
combination of housing location and stabilization 
services with time limited financial rental assistance, 
housing supports, and strategies to help unstably housed 
individuals move as quickly as possible into permanent 
housing and achieve housing stability. 

RECOVERY AND EMPOWERMENT CENTER 
(REC)

At Chrysalis Center, Recovery Services are tailored to 
create social support, peer engagement, employment and 
leadership skills for individuals who struggle with severe 
and prolonged mental illness. Through our Recovery and 
Empowerment Center (REC), individuals receive a variety 
of social, recreational and wellness opportunities, job 
training, education, as well as advocacy and empowerment 
activities. 

Participants gather in the REC to 
enjoy programs and socialize in 
a safe environment. Whether it’s 
working with a volunteer on their 
resume, participating in a yoga 
or mindfulness class, or working 
with a trainer in our gym, clients 
are learning how to live a better 
life in recovery.

FRESHPLACE
Freshplace is an innovative client-choice, fresh food and case 
management food pantry located on the Chrysalis main campus 
in Hartford. Freshplace serves up to 100 families living in the
poorest neighborhoods in the North End of Hartford.
Freshplace’s mission is to build long-term food security and 
self-suffi  ciency by providing individuals with access to fresh
and nutritional foods and case management services to address 
both the immediate need of hunger and the root causes of food 
insecurity – poverty. Case Management services are mandatory 
for each Freshplace client and are the heart of the program to 
strengthen their individual economic stability. 

URBAN ROOTS HYDROPONIC GROW CENTER
Hydroponics is a form of gardening that does not use soil, but 
instead grows plants in a solution of water and nutrients.
Literally meaning, “working water,” the Urban Roots
Hydroponics Grow Center produces numerous varieties of 
lettuce, basil and microgreens which are used daily in La Cocina 
and distributed to the community through Freshplace and the 
Homestead Farmers’ Market. Harvested in a controlled
environment, lettuce, herbs, and vine-growing vegetables grown 
in Urban Roots are available year-round. All harvests are toxin 
and pesticide-free, thus improving the community’s health and 
providing fresh and nutritious vegetables to individuals and 
families living in Hartford’s food desert throughout the year.

FOOD FOREST  AT  COSGROVE COMMONS 
As part of Chrysalis Center’s ongoing commitment to creating 
innovative approaches to helping people overcome hunger 
and poverty, the Food Forest at Cosgrove Commons became 
the first enterprise in CT and one of the first in New England 
to build a sustainable and edible food forest. Through careful 
planning and land management, this two-acre forest is located 
in the South End of Hartford and includes fruit and nut trees, 
shrubs, herbs, vines, raised bed gardens for seasonal planting 
and perennial vegetables. The forest is maintained by residents 
of our supportive housing site and volunteers providing deli-
cious and healthy food choices for clients.

HOMESTEAD FARMERS ’  MARKET 

An open-air, Connecticut-grown farmers’ market open to 
the public from June through October, Chrysalis Center’s 
Homestead Farmers’ Market is located on our main campus 
in Hartford. It offers vegetables and fruits culturally relevant 
to the community, featuring Urban Roots, Railway Gardens 
and Food Forest fruits and vegetables, as well as produce from 
local community farmers. La Cocina baked goods are often 
available, as well.

RAILWAY GARDENS 
Chrysalis Center’s on-site raised garden beds, provide fresh 
produce for clients seasonally. Comprised of 32 raised beds 
located adjacent to the upper parking lot of 255 Homestead 
Ave, the beautiful gardens are maintained by volunteers and 
clients. The gardens provide an additional source of healthy 
foods, while engaging many community volunteers in 
Chrysalis’ mission. Produce from Railway Gardens benefits 
Freshplace, Homestead Farmers’ Market, La Cocina and the 
TCC (Training & Conference Center).

LA COCINA CUL INARY ARTS  TRAINING 
PROGRAM & LA  COCINA CATER ING 
These two unique social enterprise initiatives provide hands-
on job training skills for individuals who desire employment 
in the culinary arts and hospitality fields. Chrysalis’s catering 
program provides delicious food with a socially conscious 
mission. The programs utilize fresh produce grown in Urban 
Roots and our gardens, teaching clients how to prepare a 
variety of foods for the community. Both programs generate 
funds for the organization, while offering real life experience 
for individuals who may otherwise not have the opportunity 
to train in a commercial kitchen. La Cocina is the onsite 
caterer for the TCC. 

TCC (TRAINING &  CONFERENCE CENTER) 
Chrysalis Center is home to the TCC (Training & 
Conference Center), Hartford’s premier training and 
conference facility. Housed in the historic former 
Sealtest Dairy building located at our 255 Homestead 
Avenue campus, TCC offers businesses a unique and 
technologically advanced conference center designed to 
meet every need. With meeting space for up to 300, the 
state-of-the-art TCC provides in-house catering, ample free 
parking, and complete Wi-Fi, Audio/Visual and technical 
assistance capabilities. Since its opening in 2010, the TCC 
has hosted approximately 200 events annually and has built 
a robust returning customer roster. La Cocina Catering is 
the sole caterer for the TCC.

“Chrysalis Center didn’t just help me survive; 
they transformed my life.” 

James, a Marine Corps veteran who served in 
Afghanistan, once had a stable life with a family, a 
home, and a sense of security. But fi nancial stress 
triggered PTSD and alcoholism, leading to
divorce, homelessness, and years of struggling 
with addiction. Living in his car, James faced
immense challenges, but after hitting rock
bottom, he reached out to the VA, beginning
his recovery journey with therapy, AA, and
counseling for PTSD and depression.

In 2021, James connected with Chrysalis Center 
and moved into Phelps Village, supportive
housing for veterans. With stable housing, he
rebuilt relationships with his children, pursued 
therapy, and returned to school, ultimately
earning a Bachelor’s degree in Business
Technology Management. He became a trusted 
and helpful presence in the Phelps Village
community, always supporting his fellow
Veterans. Even though James no longer lives
at Phelps Village, he returns every Th ursday to 
support friends and fellow residents by taking 
them to the food pantry, doctors’ appointments, 
and running errands.

Now nearly fi ve years sober, James has moved into 
his own apartment near his children, continues to 
prioritize his physical and mental health, and is 
actively seeking employment through VA
programs. He has created a life grounded in 
wellness, family, and purpose - a future he once 
thought was out of reach and remains a source
of inspiration to those around him.

In July 2010, Freshplace opened its doors as an 
innovative approach to addressing food insecurity in 
the North End of Hartford. A collaboration between 
Chrysalis Center, Connecticut Foodshare, and the Junior 
League of Hartford, Freshplace was designed to go 
beyond the traditional food pantry model. It offers not 
just fresh, nutritious food, but also case management 
services to help individuals and families achieve lasting 
stability. Over the past 15 years, Freshplace has 
transformed countless lives by fostering dignity, 
empowerment, and hope. This anniversary event was a 
beautiful reminder of how far we’ve come on this journey 
- and we’re excited to see what innovations and impact 
the next 15 years will bring.
